Traditional methods 
of cataloging and managing library resources are no longer relevant where 
the purchasing of ebooks in packages and demand driven acquisitions…

An Emergent Theory of Digital Library Metadata

An Emergent Theory of Digital Library Metadata is a reaction to the current 
digital library landscape that is being challenged with growing online 
collections and changing user expectations. The theory provides the 
conceptual underpinnings for a new approach which moves away from 
expert defined standardized meta data to a user driven approach with users 
as metadata co-creators.
